If you overlooked it (August 6) we’re looking for exemplary program nominations – give us your ideas!  A great way to bring recognition to your program’s achievements!        We participated in the America’s Promise Drop-Out Prevention Summit in Orono July 27-28, very exciting – Participants included the Commissioners of Education, Health & Human Services, Corrections, and Labor, as well as Maine’s First Lady Karen Baldacci.  People from all over the state and at all levels of the system were involved in drafting a plan to respond to the complex needs of those we have been calling “drop-outs.” Discussion at the Summit pointed toward systemic change emphasizing active, positive student-adult relationships that will support at-risk students in achieving their goals, along with enhanced flexibility in granting credit: changing the rules about when and where we learn.  


       Quality out-of-school-time programming is potentially a significant part of the new education picture in Maine and nationally, and we can all look forward  to assisting with the coming shift!
