Maine’s 21st Community Learning Center Program Goals
Goal 1:  Improve the academic performance of low performing and failing students in reading/language arts and math skills.

Goal 2:  Improve the health and wellness of youth. This might include nutrition, physical fitness, social-emotional development/asset building, bullying and harassment prevention, substance abuse prevention, safety education, etc.

Goal 3:  Increase students’ participation in a broad array of age appropriate, student-driven, high interest learning activities which might include visual and performing arts (dance, theatre, performances, exhibits, etc.) financial literacy, career planning and college preparation & exploration, and service learning.
Goal 4:  Increase activities that enhance adult and family learning and provide educational information for families.

Goal 5:  Develop and implement a 3-part sustainability plan in order to continue the program beyond the life of the grant.
