Indicators, Performance Measures, Data Sources
Performance Measures

Assess a program’s progress on the implementation of strategies & activities. Some are
· Measures of effort-help a program understand what activities & other services are being offered such as (types and # of activities offered-tutoring 3 times a week, level & intensity of activities (how often), and participant demographics.
· Measures of effect-reflect changes in knowledge, skills, attitudes, or behavior of participants. Examples include:  improved study habits, increased sense of responsibility to the community, increased satisfaction with the program. 
Data Sources (Can be collected from youth, families, staff, educators, other stakeholders.)
· Performance-based reading, writing, math assessments

· Standardized tests

· Report Cards

· School Records

· Teacher/Administrator  Surveys

· Parent Surveys

· Youth Surveys

· Completed projects, portfolios, etc. that demonstrate practical application of skills.

· Attendance & participation in activities

· Student homework logs show amount of time devoted to homework or amount of homework submitted to teachers.

· Behavioral Assessments

· Asset Surveys

· Records of disciplinary actions

· Police Records

· Doctor/school nurse records that document nutrition & health practices

· Physical fitness tests

· Program records & community resource records that document community engagement & awareness

· Media coverage of youth involvement events/activities
Performance Measures

· Number & type of books checked out, read

· Hrs per week spent reading

· Ratings of reading & writing enjoyment

· # of times per week completed school related projects

· Homework completion measures
